We must challenge prior research and its trends, theories and findings;

Authors should develop their own worldview of the existing literature in
their domain and use that worldview to critique existing research traditions in
that domain. They then present their own worldview and associated

theories/assumptions as a way of enhancing existing research. They need to
do this in the context of a specific phenomenon that is amenable to

investigation and that is worth investigating, that is, where there are
identifiable stakeholders who will care about it.

Problematization approach is a valuable technique that can enhance the
positioning, motivation and contribution of a study;

Problematization leads to theory that is both revelatory and scientifically
useful, considerations critical in evaluating the contribution of the study;

Limitations and directions for future research

Although the current study provides critical insights into both
critical and pragmatic implications of subversive meta-
facework about sterilization in the childfree subreddit, there
are a few limitations worth noting. First, the current study
considered the functions of retelling conversations with health-
care providers, but is limited due to the inaccessibility of the
actual conversations and providers’ perceptions of the conver-
sations. Second, although some users indicated their gender,
age, and nationality when relevant to their stories, few shared
their race or class, making it challenging to analyze how nego-
tiations of the face in this are enabled and constrained by -isms
beyond pronatalism, sexism, and ageism. Further, the present
study focused exclusively on English speakers, thereby limiting
cultural and contextual conclusions. Although pronatalism has
been identified as a cross-cultural phenomenon (Heitlinger,
1991), any claims to universality are problematically culturally
loaded and value-based (Dutta, 2010).
